In our opinion, the accompanying financial statements present fairly, in all material respects, the
financial position of Davis Phinney Foundation as of December 31, 2022 and 2021, and the changes in
its net assets and its cash flows for the years then ended in accordance with accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America.

Emphasis of Matter

As described in Note 1 to the financial statements, in 2022, Davis Phinney Foundation adopted
Accounting Standards Update No. 2016-02, Leases (Topic 842) . Our opinion is not modified with
respect to this matter.

Basis of Accounting. The financial statements of the Organization have been prepared on the accrual
basis of accounting and, accordingly, reflect all significant receivables, payables, and other liabilities.

Basis of Presentation. The Organization reports information regarding its financial position and
activities according to two classes of net assets: net assets without donor restrictions and net assets
with donor restrictions.

Net Assets Without Donor Restrictions. Net assets resulting from revenues generated by
receiving contributions that have no donor stipulations, sponsorships, special events, and
receiving interest and other income, less expenses incurred in providing program related
services, raising contributions, and performing administrative functions.

Net Assets With Donor Restrictions. Net assets resulting from gifts of cash and other assets
that are received with donor stipulations that limit the use of the donated assets, until the
donor restriction expires, that is until the stipulated time restriction ends or the purpose of the
restriction is accomplished.  

Change in Accounting Principle. On January 1, 2022, the Organization adopted FASB ASU No. 2016-
02, Leases (Topic 842) , which provides guidance on the accounting for leases that superseded
previous guidance. Topic 842 requires lessees to recognize leases on the statement of financial
position for all leases, including operating leases which were not previously recorded as assets and
liabilities, and to disclose key information about leasing arrangements. The new standard establishes
a right-of-use model (ROU) that requires a lessee to recognize a ROU asset and lease liability on the
statement of financial position for all leases with a term longer than 12 months. Leases are now
classified as financing, formerly capital, or operating, with classification affecting the pattern and
classification of expense recognition in the statement of activities. The Organization adopted ASU
2016-02 under the modified retrospective approach, applying the amendments only to prospective
reporting periods. In performing its analysis, the Organization reflected the aggregate effect of all
modifications when identifying the lease obligations and ROU assets. The change in accounting
method would not have had a material effect on the change in net assets for the year ended
December 31, 2021, or on net assets as of December 31, 2021.

Notes to Financial Statements

Note 1 - Nature of Organization and Significant Accounting Policies 

Nature of Organization. Davis Phinney Foundation ("the Organization") is an Ohio non-profit
corporation that was incorporated in 2004 to help people living with Parkinson's disease to live well
today. The Organization was founded by Olympic medal-winner, Davis Phinney, who was diagnosed
with Parkinson's disease in 2000 at the age of 40. Today, Davis is both a role model in the cycling
community and an inspiration to the people living with the chronic disease. Funding for the
Organization is obtained through events and charitable contributions from interested parties.

Use of Estimates. The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles
generally accepted in the United States of America requires management to make estimates and
assumptions that affect certain reported amounts and disclosures. Accordingly, actual results could
differ from those estimates.

If the asset or liability has a specified (contractual) term, the Level 2 input must be
observable for substantially the full term of the asset or liability.

The asset's or liability's fair value measurement level within the fair value hierarchy is based on the
lowest level of any input that is significant to the fair value measurements. Valuation techniques used
need to maximize the use of observable inputs and minimize the use of unobservable inputs.

Inputs to the valuation methodology include:Level 2

Inputs to the valuation methodology are unadjusted quoted prices for identical
assets or liabilities in active markets that the Organization has the ability to access.

Investments. The Organization's investments are stated at fair value. Fair value is the price that
would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability in an orderly transaction between
market participants at the measurement date. The Organization's management determines the
valuation policies utilizing information provided by the investment custodian.

Note 1 - Nature of Organization and Significant Accounting Policies (continued)

Level 1

Fair Value Measurements. The Organization reports using fair value measurements, which among
other things requires enhanced disclosures about investments that are measured and reported at fair
value and establishes a framework for measuring fair value. The framework provides a fair value
hierarchy that prioritizes the inputs to valuation techniques used to measure fair value. The hierarchy
gives the highest priority to unadjusted quoted prices in active markets for identical assets or liabilities
(Level 1 measurements) and the lowest priority to unobservable inputs (Level 3 measurements). 

The three levels of the fair value hierarchy are described as follows:

Unrealized gains and losses are included in the change in net assets in the accompanying statements
of activities. Investment income and gains restricted by donors are reported as increases in net assets
without donor restrictions if the restrictions are met (either a stipulated time period ends or a purpose
restriction is accomplished) in the reporting period in which the income and gains are recognized.

Cash and Cash Equivalents. The Organization considers all highly liquid debt instruments with
maturities of three months or less to be cash equivalents. The carrying value of cash and cash
equivalents approximates fair value because of the short maturities of those financial instruments.

Fair Value Measurements (continued). Following is a description of the valuation methodologies
used for assets measured at fair value on a recurring basis:

In general, investments are exposed to various risks, such as interest rate, credit and overall market
volatility risk. Due to the level of risk associated with certain investments, it is reasonably possible
that changes in the values of the investments will occur in the near term and that such changes could
materially affect the investment balances and the amounts reported in the statements of financial
position. 

Accounts Receivable. Accounts receivable are stated at the amount of consideration from
customers, of which the Organization has an unconditional right to receive. At the time accounts
receivable are originated, the Organization considers an allowance for doubtful accounts based on the
creditworthiness of the customer. The allowance is continually reviewed and adjusted to maintain the
allowance at a level considered adequate to cover future uncollectible amounts. The allowance is
management's best estimate of uncollectible amounts and is determined based on historical
performance that is tracked by the Organization on an ongoing basis. Management believes that
substantially all accounts receivable are fully collectible at December 31, 2022 and 2021. 

Equipment. It is the Organization’s policy to capitalize equipment at cost for purchases over $2,500,
while repair and maintenance items are charged to expense. Donations of property and equipment
are capitalized at their estimated fair value at the date of gift. Such donations are reported as
unrestricted contributions unless the donor has restricted the donated asset to a specific purpose.
Equipment is depreciated using straight-line methods over the estimated useful lives of the assets,
which is generally two to seven years. Depreciation expense for the years ended December 31, 2022
and 2021 was $3,097 and $3,380, respectively.

Debt and Equity Securities and Mutual Funds . The Organization values debt and equity
securities and mutual funds with readily determinable market values at fair value as
determined by quoted market prices on national securities exchanges valued at the closing
price on the last business day of the fiscal year. Securities traded on the over-the-counter
market are valued at the last reported bid price.

Certificates of Deposit. The Organization values certificates of deposit at fair value by
discounting the related cash flows based on current yields of similar instruments with
comparable durations considering the credit-worthiness of the issuer. Early withdrawal charges
may apply in the event the instruments are liquidated prior to their scheduled maturity date. 

The methods described above may produce a fair value calculation that may not be indicative of net
realizable value or reflective of future fair values. Furthermore, while the Organization believes its
valuation methods are appropriate and consistent with other market participants, the use of different
methodologies or assumptions to determine the fair value of certain financial instruments could result
in a different fair value measurement at the reporting date. There have been no changes in the
methodologies used at December 31, 2022 and 2021.

Leases and Right-of-Use Assets. Commencing January 1, 2022, the Organization recognizes and
measures its leases in accordance with FASB ASC 842, Leases . The Organization determines if an
arrangement is a lease, or contains a lease, at inception of a contract and when the terms of an
existing contract are changed. The Organization recognizes a lease liability and a right-of-use (ROU)
asset at the commencement date of the lease. The lease liability is initially and subsequently
recognized based on the present value of its future lease payments. Variable payments are included
in the future lease payments when those variable payments depend on an index or a rate. The
discount rate is the implicit rate if it is readily determinable, or otherwise, the Organization uses its
incremental borrowing rate based on the information available at the commencement date for all
leases. The Organization’s incremental borrowing rate for a lease is the rate of interest it would have
to pay on a collateralized basis to borrow an amount equal to the lease payments under similar terms
and in a similar economic environment. The ROU asset is subsequently measured throughout the
lease term at the amount of the remeasured lease liability (i.e., present value of the remaining lease
payments), plus unamortized initial direct costs, plus or minus any prepaid or accrued lease
payments, less the unamortized balance of lease incentives received, and any impairment
recognized. Lease cost for lease payments is recognized on a straight-line basis over the lease term.

Right-of-use assets under operating leases are recorded in other assets in the accompanying
statement of financial position. The Organization has elected to exclude leases of 12 months or less
from right-of-use asset recognition. Amortization of right-of-use assets for operating leases is included
in rent expense.

Sponsorship revenue recognized under contracts with customers for the years ended December 31,
2022 and 2021, was $756,658 and $1,048,682, respectively.

Sponsorship revenue is recognized upon completion of an event, once the Organization's customers
receive and consume the benefits of the Organization's performance. The Organization typically
provides the services under fixed fee arrangements which are billed at the time of registration.
Amounts that have been invoiced are recorded in accounts receivable and in either deferred revenue
or revenue, depending on whether the revenue recognition criteria have been met. The Organization
generally does not experience changes in the transaction price subsequent to the inception of its
contracts.

Impairment of Long-Lived Assets. In the event that facts and circumstances indicate that equipment,
or other assets, may be impaired, an evaluation of recoverability would be performed. If an
evaluation is required, the estimated future undiscounted cash flows associated with the asset are
compared to the asset's carrying amount to determine if a write-down to market value would be
necessary. No impairment losses were recorded during the years ended December 31, 2022 and
2021.

Revenue Recognition. The Organization earns revenue from contracts with customers through
sponsorships. The Organization's customers are primarily corporations operating in the medical
industry. The Organization's contracts typically include a single performance obligation to perform
agreed upon services, which generally occur within a single fiscal year.

Concentration. The Organization routinely maintains cash balances in excess of federally insured
limits.

Advertising. The Organization expenses advertising costs, including donated advertising, as they are
incurred. Advertising expense for the years ended December 31, 2022 and 2021 totaled $5,930 and
$3,353, respectively.

Contributions. Contributions are recognized when the donation is received. Donor-restricted
contributions are reported as increases in net assets with donor restrictions. When a restriction
expires, net assets with donor restrictions are reclassified to net assets without donor restrictions.
Contributions and grants that are restricted by the donor or grantor are reported as increases in net
assets without donor restrictions if the restrictions expire in the fiscal year in which the contributions
are recognized.

Income Taxes. The Organization is a nonprofit corporation exempt from income taxes as described in
Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and is classified by the Internal Revenue Service as
other than a private foundation. Accordingly, no provision for income taxes has been made.

Functional Allocation of Expenses. The costs of providing various programs and other activities have
been summarized on a functional basis. Accordingly, direct expenses have been allocated to the
applicable program for which the expenses were incurred. Indirect expenses have been allocated
between program and supporting services based on an analysis of personnel time and space utilized
for the related activities.

Contributed Services and Materials. Contributed services are recognized if services received (a)
create or enhance non-financial assets or (b) require specialized skills and are provided by individuals
possessing those skills and would typically need to be purchased if not provided by donation.
Contributed materials are reported at fair market value on the date of gift.

Note 1 - Nature of Organization and Significant Accounting Policies (continued)

Revenue Recognition (continued). Accounts receivable as of December 31, 2022 and 2021 totaled
$31,000 and $8,258, respectively. The Organization did not have any contract assets associated with
sponsorship revenue as of December 31, 2022 and 2021, or as of January 1, 2021. The Organization
routinely collects fees in advance of the event taking place, which are recorded as deferred revenue
(contract liabilities) on the statements of financial position. Contract liabilities as of December 31,
2022 and 2021 totaled $45,000 and $11,000, respectively. Contract liabilities as of December 31,
2020 totaling $175,733 were recognized as revenue in 2021, and the December 31, 2021 contract
liabilities were recognized as revenue in 2022.

The Organization had $4,581,761 and $5,320,562 in financial assets available within one year of
December 31, 2022 and 2021, respectively. The Organization receives significant contributions and
promises to give that are restricted by donors, and considers contributions restricted for programs
which are ongoing, major, and central to its annual operations to be available to meet cash needs for
general expenditures. The Organization manages its liquidity and reserves following three guiding
principles: operating within a prudent range of financial soundness and stability; maintaining adequate
liquid assets to fund near-term operating needs; and maintaining sufficient reserves to provide
reasonable assurance that long-term obligations will be discharged. To achieve these guiding
principles, the Organization forecasts its future cash flows and monitors its liquidity monthly. The
Organization's goal is to maintain financial assets to meet twelve months of operating expenses. As
part of its liquidity plan, the Organization invests in short-term certificates of deposit, treasury
securities, and maintains a money market savings that are available for liquidation as needed. During
the years ended December 31, 2022 and 2021, the level of liquidity and reserves was managed within
the Organization's guiding principles and goals.
